They were Emily Byrne (Formby Ladies'), Lydia Cryer (Nelson), Ana and Lea Dawson, Grace Evans (Fleetwood), Emily 
James (Royal Lytham & St Annes) and Lauren McLaughclan (FLGC). 
Ana Dawson finished 13th (80-76-75, Lydia Cryer 27th, Emily James 50th and  Emiy Byrne 59th. 
All the girls are to be congratulated for fantastic golf in difficult wintry conditions especially on the first day which 
saw them battle against sleet, snow , rain, more snow and high winds.

The inaugural R & A Girls' Under 16 Open Championship was held at Fulford GC, York on 27-29 

April. It was played over 54 holes with no cut. It attracted a strong international entry of over 100 

girls with a field of the lowest 90 handicap entries being accepted. 

Boh Greenwood (Royal Birkdale) and Emily James (Royal Lytham) played but Leah Butler and Molly 

McIntosh from Formby Ladies' and Grace Evans (Fleetwood) were balloted out. 

After rain on the first day the next two days were played in fine but cold conditions. Emily finished 

in the top ten in the Under 14 age category. 

The Championship has been introduced as part of the R&A's drive to boost girls' golf in Great 

Britain and Ireland as well as to provide a pathway to the elite amateur level for young players. Fulford will play host 

to the event for the first three years.
